• We see Joseph’s obedience in how he responds to a seemingly impossible 

situation: the miraculous conception. How can we trust God’s Word today, 

despite the world pointing us toward unbelief?  

• In American culture, a majority of people celebrate Christmas. How can we be 

different in the way we celebrate the birth of Jesus, rather than celebrating 

Christmas lights, presents, and Santa? 

• If you have never heard of the miraculous conception and the humble birth of 

Jesus, pray that you will believe. If you have heard this good news, pray that 

the Lord would give you fresh ears to hear it like you’re hearing it for the
